Wider Impacts and Scenario Evaluation of Autonomous and Connected Transport

Call for candidates to conduct a STSM (Short Technical and Scientific Mission)

Proposed topic: New methodologies for investigating public perception of autonomous and connected transport
Host: Assoc.Prof. EdaBeyazitInce, ITU –Istanbul Technical University
This STSM will focus on exploring new methodologies in understanding the public perception of autonomous and connected transport (ACT). Currently, trials are going on for autonomous public transit vehicles in different parts of the world mainly conducted by public transit authorities and/or private companies. Yet, these tests allow very limited opportunities for academic research either due to lack of communication between public/private sector and research institutions and/or lack of time for the academics to design such research within short trial periods. Yet, there are some attempts by researchers investigating public perception of AVs during longer trials or on newly established automated transit routes (e.g. WickiandBernauer, 2018). 
The aim of the STSM is to develop methodologies for assessing public acceptability of AVs in public transit under different circumstances (e.g. during test drives, on established routes etc.) and to inform researchers how much of anticipated societal impacts of ACT should and can be integrated in current research regarding the investigation of public perception of AVs. The STSM candidate is expected to conduct a literature review on possible methodologies in understanding public perceptions while communicating with other researchers in the field to explore pros and cons of their suggested methods. The host and the researcher will also seek for opportunities of testing newly designed methodological framework during a test drive of an autonomous public transit vehicle. 
The duration of the STSM is threeor four consecutive weeks, in the period between January 2019 and early April 2019 (the start date cannot be after 12th of March 2019).

Applicants are invited to contact the hostwith a brief CV, short letter and preferences regarding visiting duration and dates. Applicants are advised to check their countries’ foreign offices for travel advices before contacting the host.
